Level Age criteria

Level 1: Nat.judge - Be over 18 years of age

Level 2: Int. Cand. Judge - Be over 21 years of age

- Be under 55 years of age

Level 3: Int. Judge

Level 4:Off. Int. Judge - Be under 60 years of age

- Upper age limit for judging: 70 years
